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Situation Update, Uttarakhand: Today 
 
 

WHO has declared the Novel Corona Virus (COVID-19) epidemic as Public Health Emergency of International 

Concern (PHEIC) under IHR (International Health Regulation). In this context, Uttarakhand Government has 

strengthened the surveillance and control measures against the disease. Isolation and Institutional Quarantine 

facilities are operational in all districts. To combat the pandemic, the Government has operationalized 38 dedicated 

COVID Hospitals and 422 COVID Care Centres (CCC). 

 

Public Health Action Taken 

 
¶ To further increase the COVID-19 testing, the Government has lowered down the testing charges for both 

RT-PCR and Rapid Antigen COVID-19 test. 

¶ To combat the pandemic situation, the State Government has commenced Home Isolation strategy for self 

isolation of asymptomatic COVID-19 positive patient. 

¶ The Government has decided the user charges/cost of treatment for private hospitals to treat COVID-19 

patients.

¶ Treated & Cured: Six Hundred Fifty-Five (655) patients discharged in different districts (Almoraï 46, 

Bageshwarï 00, Chamoliï 52, Champawatï 00, Dehradunï 167, Haridwarï 46, Nainitalï 204, Pauriï 52, 

Pithoragarhï 37, Rudraprayagï 24, Tehriï 23, U.S. Nagarï 00 & Uttarkashiï 04). 

 

¶ Death: Thirteen (13) COVID-19 positive patients expired in the state in last 24 hours. As per information
